- One package of pencil toppers (end erasers)

*One thick yellow highlighter

*One 16-or-more-pack of Crayola crayons

*One 8-or-more-pack of thick Crayola markers

*Two sturdy 2-pocket folders w/ child’s name on the front
*One small stapler w/ extra staples for that individual stapler
