Our staff is anticipating a wonderful year of growth and learning with your children, and we all look forward to working with you throughout the year.

RESPECT: is the first value upon which we focus each year, as it is the foundation of good character and citizenship.  We understand that we are in very large part only reinforcing what your children have learned from you at home.  This makes our job so much easier – and we thank you for that!

OPEN HOUSE:  Please mark your calendars:

· Wednesday, September 15th for parents of students in Grades 4, 5 and 6 from 6:00 – 8:00 p.m.  Look for more detailed information soon!

· Monday, September 20th for parents of students in Grades 2 and 3 from 6:00 – 7:00 p.m.  More information to follow.

· Wednesday, September 22nd for parents of students in Preschool, Kindergarten & Gr. 1 from 6:00 – 7:00 p.m.

SAFETY FIRST:  To provide greater security to all students and staff we keep all doors locked except the main entrance and ask that every parent and visitor report to the main office to sign in and obtain a visitor’s pass – even if you’re ‘just running down to ….’  Thanks!

STUDENT ARRIVAL & DISMISSAL:  Please support the educational process by helping ensure that your child(ren) spend the full day at school – arriving in time to be in their seats by the start of the day and remaining until dismissal time.  Tardies and early dismissals are not in their best educational interest.  Both schools have a direct line to report daily absences due to illness and other unforeseen circumstances.  This year in particular we ask that you specify the symptoms your child is experiencing – fever, sore throat, cough, so that we can track possible outbreaks of the flu.   Please make a note of these numbers – HPS 465-3305 and HUES 465-6572.

HPS:  The instructional day begins at 8:23 at HPS.  Students may enter the building at 8:15 and walk to their classrooms.  Carpool students should be dropped off at the back of the building.  

HUES:  The instructional day begins at 8:30 at HUES.  Students may enter the building at 8:00 and wait in the foyer until the bell rings at 8:22.  Carpool students should be dropped off at the main entrance of the building.
IMPORTANT DISMISSAL INFORMATION:  We assume ALL students in 

Grade K-6 will ride a bus home every day unless you notify your child’s teacher in writing: that he/she will be dismissed early or will be going home in car pool or going to the after school program.  All notes must be sent in with your child(ren).  Your note should be dated and signed and must indicate the date of car pool dismissal.  For security reasons, the office cannot grant changes or take notes over the telephone or via email/fax.

PEANUT & NUT ALLERGIES: are still increasing in our schools as they have in other schools across the nation.  In some instances, these allergies can be life threatening.  We ask you to refrain from using peanut butter or nuts in baked goods you send to school to be shared with others.  Additionally, parents of students in certain classes will also be requested not to send any snacks or foods containing peanuts or nuts to be consumed in their child’s classroom, even when the snack won’t be shared.  Your cooperation is needed and greatly appreciated.

REMINDER: NO eating or drinking is allowed on our school buses.  Please reinforce this with your child(ren).
